| am very pleased to present the report for The University Credit Society in my third year as Chairman.

The Board has continued the policy of the previous 43 years of prudently and conservatively managing
the affairs of Unicredit to ensure that it continues to provide a very strong, secure and stable !nancial
environment for members.

It is therefore gratifying to report that The University Credit Society has recorded another year of sound
In ancial results with many positive achievements, as can be seen from the following summary of
performance highlights.

» Consolidated operating prolts before tax for the year ended 30th June 2007 was $861,675. This
result enabled the Credit Society to further strengthen its reserves to ten million dollars.

« Capital adequacy at 30 June was 15.97%, up from 14.62%, and well above the required
prudential standard of 10%

» The Board’s policy of conservatively managing liquid assets was re" ected in liquidity of 31.5%,
well in excess of the 9% required by prudential standards.

» Member deposits during the year increased by 4.5% to $114.0m and total assets by 5.8% to
$126.5m. Loans to members increased by 18.5% to $78.3m.

» Tertiary Travel, Unicredit’s fully-owned subsidiary company, had a very successful year, with sales
increasing 30%, to $9.0m.

As a mutual organisation, our success cannot be measured purely in terms of pro!t and growth. It is
important to us to continue to maintain our personal, face-to-face approach with our members. | am
pleased to regularly hear feedback from members on their high levels of satisfaction with the welcoming
environment within our Lending Centre and all the branches, along with the warmth and helpfulness of our
staff.

Over the past year, considerable organisational resources have been directed into upgrading Unicredit's
banking system. We look forward to this investment and hard work paying off in the long term growth and
the ability to keep pace with regulatory requirements. Unicredit’s future looks bright.

In closing, | extend my thanks and appreciation to the staff of Unicredit and Tertiary Travel for all their
efforts during the year. My thanks also go to our Deputy Chair, Peter Grant and all the Directors, for their
contributions to yet another successful year. And of course we thank you, the members, for your continued
support of your credit society.

The nature and
scope of the non-audit services provided means that auditor independence was not compromised.

The following fees for non-audit services were paid to Grant Thornton (WA) Partnership during the year
ended 30 June 2007: Taxation services $3,030 (2006: $2,706).

Notes To and Forming Part of the Financial Stat ements

NOTE 1: STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The nancial report is a general purpose !nancial report which has been prepared in accordance with
Accounting Standards, Australian Accounting Interpretations and other authoritative pronouncements of the
Australian Accounting Standards Board and the Corporations Act 2001.

The Inancial report is for The University Credit Society Limited and its controlled entity, Tertiary Travel
Service Pty Ltd. The University Credit Society Limited is a !nancial institution, incorporated and domiciled in
Australia.

The Inancial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs and does not
take into account changing money values or, except where stated, current valuations of non-current assets.
Cost is based on the fair values of the consideration given in exchange for assets.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Consolidated Group in the
preparation of the Inancial report. The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise
stated.

@) Basis of Preparation

The University Credit Society Limited as an individual entity and The University Credit Society
Limited and subsidiary as a Consolidated Group have prepared the Inancial statements in
accordance with the Australian equivalents to International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS)
from 1 July 2005.

(b) Principles of Consolidation

A controlled entity is an entity controlled by The University Credit Society Limited. Control exists
where The University Credit Society Limited has the capacity to dominate the decision making in
relation to the 'nancial and operating policies of another entity so that the other entity operates with
The University Credit Society Limited to achieve the objectives of The University Credit Society
Limited.

All intercompany balances and transactions between entities in the Consolidated Group, including
any unrealised pro!t or losses, have been eliminated on consolidation. Accounting policies of
subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure consistencies with those policies
applied by the parent entity.

(c) Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks and other short
term liquid investments with original maturities of 90 days or less.

(d) Income Tax

Income tax expense shown in the income statement is based on the operating pro!t before income
tax, adjusted for any non tax deductible, or non assessable items between pro!t and taxable
income. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognised using the balance sheet liability method
in respect to temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their
carrying amounts in the !'nancial statements. Current and deferred tax balances relating to amounts
recognised directly in equity are also recognised directly in equity.

Deferred tax is accounted for using the balance sheet liability method in respect to temporary
differences arising between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in
the 'nancial statements. No deferred income tax will be recognised from the initial recognition of
an asset or liability, excluding a business combination, where there is no effect on accounting or
taxable pro!t or loss.

Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when the asset
is realised or liability is settled. Deferred tax is credited in the income statement, except where it
relates to items that may be directly to equity, in which case the deferred tax is adjusted directly
against equity.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future tax pro!ts will
be available against which deductible temporary differences can be utilised.

The amount of benelts brought to account or which may be realised in the future is based on the
assumption that no adverse change will occur in income tax legislation, and the anticipation that
the Consolidated Group will derive suflcient future assessable income to enable the benelt to be
realised and comply with the conditions of deductibility imposed by the law.

Loans and Advances

Loans and advances are recognised at recoverable amount, after assessing required provisions
for impairment. Impairment of a loan is recognised when there is reasonable doubt that not all
the principle and interest can be collected in accordance with the terms of the loan agreement.
Impairment is assessed by specilc identilcation in relation to individual loans and by estimation of
expected losses in relation to loan portfolios where specilc identilcation is impracticable.

Bad debts are written off when identiled. If a provision for impairment has been recognised in
relation to a loan, write-offs for bad debts are made against the provision. If no provision for
impairment has previously been recognised, write-offs for bad debts are recognised as expenses
in the income statement. The provision of impairment is calculated in accordance with a formula
prescribed under the Prudential Standards and is recognised in the general reserve for credit
losses.

Property , Plant and Equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost or fair value less, where applicable,
any accumulated depreciation.

Property

Freehold land and buildings are measured on their fair value basis, being the amount for which an
asset could be exchanged between knowledgeable willing parties in an arm’s length transaction. It
is the policy of the Consolidated Group to have an independent valuation at least every three years,
with annual appraisals being made by the directors. Increases in the carrying amount on revaluation
of land and buildings are credited to a revaluation reserve in equity. Any decreases that offset
previous increases of the same asset are charged against fair value reserves directly in equity. All
other decreases are charged to the income statement.

Plant and equipment

Plant and equipment are measured on the cost basis.

The carrying amount of plant and equipment is reviewed annually by directors to ensure it is not

in excess of the recoverable amount from those assets. The recoverable amount is assessed on
the basis of the expected net cash "ows which will be received from the assets employment and
subsequent disposal. The expected net cash "ows have not been discounted to their present values
in determining recoverable amounts.

Depreciation

All 'xed assets including buildings, but excluding freehold land, are depreciated on a straight line
basis over their estimated useful lives to the Consolidated Group commencing from the time the
asset is held ready for use. The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are:

Class of Fixed Asset Depreciation Rate
Freehold Buildings 2.5%
Plant and Equipment 5% - 33%

Intangible Assets

Software

Under AIFRS, items of computer software which are not integral to the computer hardware owned
by the Society are classiled as intangible assets, not as part of plant and equipment. Computer
software held as intangible assets is amortised over 3 years.

Revenue

Interest revenue is recognised on a proportional basis taking into account the interest rate
applicable to 'nancial assets.

All revenue received arises from the operating activities of the Consolidated Group.
Fees and commissions are recognised upon the rendering of the service to the customers.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Employee Benelts

Liabilities for wages and salaries, annual leave and long service leave are recognised and are
measured as the amount unpaid at the reporting date at current pay rates in respect of employees’
service up to that date.

Investments

Interests in listed and unlisted securities, other than controlled entities in the consolidated accounts,
are brought to account at cost and dividend income is recognised in the income statement.

Trade and Other Creditors

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the Consolidated Group prior
to the end of the !nancial year and which are unpaid. The amounts are unsecured and are usually
paid within 30 days of recognition.

Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the
amount of GST is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Oflce. In these circumstances, the
GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of an item of expense.
Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown as inclusive of GST.

Impairment of Assets

At each reporting date, the Society reviews the carrying value of its tangible and intangible assets
to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have been impaired. If any such
indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset, being the higher of the asset’s fair value less
costs to sell and value in use, is compared to the asset’s carrying vale. Any excess of the asset’s
carrying value over its recoverable amount is expensed to the income statement.

Interest Rate Swaps

The Society uses derivative Inancial instruments in the form of interest rate swaps to hedge its risk
associated with interest rate "uctuations. These !n ancial instruments are stated at fair value.

For the purposes of hedge accounting, hedges are either classiled as fair value hedges when they
hedge the exposure changes in the fair value of recognised asset or liability, or cash "ow hedges
where they hedge exposure to variability in cash "ows that is either attributable to a particular risk
associated with a recognised asset or liability.

In relation to fair value hedges (interest rate swaps) any gain or loss from remeasuring to hedging
is recognised immediately in the income statement.

Any gain or loss attributable to the hedged risk on remeasurement of the hedged item is adjusted
against the carrying amount of the hedged item and recognised in the income statement.

Interest rate swap transactions entered into by the consolidated group to exchange !xed interest payment obligations to
protect long-term borrowings of over three years from the risk of increasing interest rates. The consolidated group has !xed
interest rate debt and enters into swap contracts to receive interest at variable rates and to pay interest at !xed rates.

However, it is the view of the directors that, as no payment of the $52,456.14 has been received from our corporate client, and
The Australian Federation of Travel Agents (AFTA) advises that it is our corporate client who has the obligation to pay for the
unavailed travel booked, as the booking was a direct contract between them and the airline, and not Tertiary Travel Service Pty
Ltd as the agent, Tertiary Travel Service does not intend to pay any further monies to the Ansett Administrators.

Should further monies become payable, Tertiary Travel Service Pty Ltd may be able to recover such funds from existing
insurance arrangements.
